QUILTS

DEADLINE: —
Entry form due 7-17-2008 = >
No late entries will be accepted

Use WHITE entry form

A photo of the quilt must accompany the entry
form.

Entry form must include the height and width of the
quilt and indicate hanging direction of quilt.
Indicate which way is up on the photo.

REQUIREMENTS:

Quilt must have a 4" sleeve sewn on top of back if
quilt is larger than 40" x 40". Smaller quilts will be
pinned.

Label your quilt

Entry limit: 4 quilts space permitting. See entry form
for more details.

ATTACHING A SLEEVE
(with thanks to Fons & Porter)

1. Choose muslin or fabric that matches quilt back. Cut and
piece together 8 1/ 20 piece

Turn the short ends in 1/2 A To
2. Fold sleeve in half the long way right sides together, and sew
a 1/ 40hem, formi ng a -gidebut.. PressT u
sleeve with side seam in the middle of one side.

3. Center the sleeve near top of quilt back, with center sleeve
seam facing the quilt back. Blind stitch the sleeve top and bot-
tom to the quilt back. Being careful not to stitch through to quilt
front.
